BEST PRACTICE -1

Title of the practice: Green Warriors: Together for a Greener Planet

Objective:

The principal objective of the "Green Warriors: Together for a Greener
Planet" initiative was to usher in an environmental consciousness in the minds of
the people and mobilize the local community in Sehore towards adopting
sustainable environmental practices. This initiative sought to cater to the
multifaceted environmental challenges through multitudinous targeted actions for
both awareness-generation and direct community engagement.







To raise awareness about the pressing environmental challenges pertaining
to climate change, deforestation, soil conservation and water conservation is the
primary objective of the practice. The activity aims at encouraging the adoption of
eco-friendly habits among the students and staff of the college along with
community engagement with an impetus on activities such as waste segregation,
reduction of plastic consumption, plantation, biodiversity preservation,
celebration of important days, etc.
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Context:

The environmental issues propelled by urbanization, population growth,
deforestation demand urgent and collective engagement. The rapid growth of
urban areas and expansion of agricultural activities has contributed to the
depletion of natural forests and green spaces, leading to a loss in biodiversity and
increased risk of climate changes.
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Sehore faces significant challenges in waste management too, it demands a
collective action and consciousness to ensure cleanliness and afforestation
practices. . Improper waste disposal, coupled with inadequate waste segregation
practices, has led to an accumulation of garbage in both urban and rural areas,
further accentuating pollution and environmental degradation. Limited awareness
and involvement in environmental conservation among the masses necessitates



urgent and collective efforts. It is a pity that despite concerted efforts at raising
awareness of environmental issues at multiple levels, the level of awareness and
active participation in sustainable practices remains relatively limited rendering
educational interventions and community-driven actions indispensable.

In light of these challenges, the "Green Warriors: Together for a Greener Planet”
initiative was conceptualized to serve as platform to bring together individuals
from diverse sections to actively engage in cumulative efforts towards the
restoration and preservation of Sehore’s environment.
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PRACTICE: Aligning with the commitment to ensure environmental
sustainability and preservation, several activities were conducted as part of a
broader initiative aimed at promoting environmental awareness and action within
the community. These activities were designed to engage the students and staff
alike, coinciding with community engagement to foster a deeper understanding of
environmental issues, and inspire collective responsibility for protecting the
planet. Below is a detailed account of each activity:
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1. Soil Day (5th December 2023)

Objective:

The programme was celebrated to raise awareness on the importance of soil
conservation and its role in maintaining ecological balance. The primary objective
of the event was to educate the college students and staff about the critical role of
healthy soils in food security, water filtration, and to promote sustainable
agricultural practices.
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In addition, several awareness sessions were held in the college, and a workshop
was organised to educate about soil health. Key topics included soil erosion,
desertification, soil degradation, and the importance of maintaining soil fertility
were duly discussed. Methods like terracing, mulching, and water retention
strategies were demonstrated to help combat soil erosion, especially in rural areas
vulnerable to degradation. The participants expressed keen interest in adopting
sustainable agricultural practices to improve soil quality and increase productivity
in the long term.
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2. Meri Maati Mera Desh (75 Plants Planted Under Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav)

In commemoration of the Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav, which marks 75 years of

India’s independence, the "Meri Maati Mera Desh" campaign was organized with
the objective of reinstating national pride and environmental responsibility. The

initiative focused on planting 75 saplings as a symbolic gesture of both

celebrating India’s rich natural heritage and contributing to the restoration of
green cover in the region.
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Along3|de the plantatlon drive, informative rallles and campalgns were organized
to raise awareness among the participants about the importance of native species
In maintaining biodiversity and the indispensability of preserving ecology in
general. A commitment to regularly monitor the growth of the saplings ensuring
proper care and maintenance of the trees was also made by the volunteers. The
event instill a sense of responsibility and pride among the participants,
particularly students, who were encouraged to look after the planted trees as part
of their long-term environmental commitment. The initiative served as a reminder
of the role each citizen plays in safeguarding the nation’s natural resources also
serving as a reminder to perform one of the primary Fundamental Duties.

3. Earth Day (22nd April 2024)



Objective:

A programme on Earth Day was organized to promote environmental protection
and encourage actions to combat climate change. The programme focused on
creating awareness about environmental challenges such as global warming,
deforestation, rising pollution, and advocating for sustainable practices that can
mitigate these issues in the long run.

Rallies were organized where participants carried banners and placards promoting
messages like "Save Earth,” "Go Green," and "Reduce, Reuse, Recycle." This
event was aimed at creating visible awareness throughout the city. The
programme also incorporated the planting of additional trees to further enhance
the local green cover. The programme helped galvanize an active interest in
sustainable practices and an increase in environmentally responsible behavior.
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4. A Workshop on Environmental Protection was organized on 23/12/2023 to

provide an in-depth knowledge to combat most pressing environmental issues,
including air and water pollution, deforestation, and unsustainable waste
management practices. It aimed to equip participants with the skills and
knowledge to actively engage in environmental protection and conservation at the
local level. The workshop featured discussions on climate change, reducing
carbon footprints, using renewable energy sources, and adopting energy-efficient
technologies. The workshop had a significant impact on the participants, with
many expressing their intention to implement the sustainable practices learned
during the session in their personal lives. Several other activities were conducted
by both NSS and NCC units in collaboration with the Eco Club of the institute to
cater to environmental issues. These contributed to raising awareness and
instilling a sense of environmental responsibility within the students and staff.
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Evidence of Success:

The practice successfully has mobilized broad community with participants
from across various sections of the social spectrum registering their participation
in various environmental protection activities. This included students, teachers,



local activists representatives of the regional populace. A key measure of success
was the high level of participation in community tree planting drives, workshops,
local clean-up campaigns, and celebration of important days and events. One of
the most notable achievements of the initiative was the successful plantation of
over 500 saplings across various public spaces in Sehore.

Also, through targeted workshops, outreach programs, community
engagement activities and the installation of waste segregation bins and adoption
of waste management practices, the initiative has brought a behavioral change in
the social attitude of the people. A significant shift towards adopting sustainable
waste management practices and environmental protection has been observed in
the campus. A noticeable shift towards adopting bicycle as a medium of
conveyance can be distinctly seen in the college. Local newspapers and social
media channels have played an instrumental role in sharing information about the
program and promoting environmental sustainability in the region. With students
actively participating in awareness campaigns, cleanliness drives, plantation
drives and eco-friendly competitions, the activity has indeed garnered positive
results. As a result of incorporating environmental education into academic
settings, the initiative shall have a lasting impact on students, who shall carry
forward sustainable practices into their adult lives.
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Problems Encountered:

The practice at times faces funding challenges. Financial constraints have
hampered the scale and sustainability of planned activities at some occasions. The
procurement of saplings, tree-planting materials (e.g., fertilizers and irrigation
tools), and waste segregation bins required funding. Bringing about behavioral
changes poses a challenge too. A marked reluctance of people to adopt new
sustainable practices, particularly with respect to waste segregation and plastic
reduction is a daunting task.

Nonetheless, efforts are underway to sweep in a welcome change and catalyze
environment sustainability and protection.



The seasonal timing of the tree planting campaign, which coincided with the
monsoon season have resulted in some of the saplings failing due to water logging
and excessive rainfall. Though efforts were made to care for the plants, the
monsoon season proved to be an obstacle to the initial success of the tree
plantation drive.

Conclusion:

The "Green Warriors: Together for a Greener Planet™ initiative in Sehore, Madhya
Pradesh, stands as a living testament to the potential of community-driven
environmental action. Despite encountering significant challenges related to
financial constraints, resistance to change, and logistical hurdles, the initiative
made notable development in fostering environmental awareness, promoting
sustainable practices, and encouraging active participation in environmental
conservation. Additionally, sustaining the momentum of this initiative will require
continued engagement, collaboration with local authorities, and the establishment
of long-term sustainability frameworks to ensure that the environmental gains
achieved are maintained and expanded upon in the future.










BEST PRACTICE - II

Title of the practice: EACH VOTE COUNTS: INSPIRING ACTION,
ENSURING PARTICIPATION

Objective: The primary objective of the voter awareness programs conducted in
the college was to educate and empower students about the electoral process.
Specifically, the program aimed to:

1. Encourage Voter Registration: Ensure that all eligible students, especially
first-time voters, were aware of the registration process and helped them
complete it.

2. Increase Voter Participation: Foster a sense of civic responsibility and the
importance of voting, particularly among young voters of the city.

3. Provide Electoral Knowledge: Educate students about the electoral
system, voting procedures, and how to make informed choices during
elections.
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Context: Sehore has significant student population and youth among the
populace. However, like many other parts of India, Sehore faces challenges
related to voter awareness among young people and the local population. Many
students, particularly those from rural areas or first-generation voters, may not
fully understand the significance of voting, how elections work, or how to
participate in the process. The college, as a centre of learning, is an ideal platform
to instil the values of active citizenship and informed voting among the students
who can, in turn, further educate their families on voting. As the 18-25 age group
Is indispensable in shaping the electorate, the voter awareness programs were
designed to cater to the demography and ensure that they are well-prepared for
upcoming elections.
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The Practice: The voter awareness program at the College was tailored around
several key activities designed to engage students actively and make the process
of learning about elections both informative and enjoyable. The following steps
outline the key components of the program:

1. Voter Awareness Programme (21st August 2023):
A voter awareness programme was conducted to promote voter literacy and
raise awareness about the electoral process. During this event, a local Booth
Level Officer (BLO) addressed the attendees, providing guidance on the
voter registration process to the new voters.

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5. Live Telecast of PM Modi's Address to Newly Registered Voters (25th

January 2024):
On National Voter's Day, arrangements were made to live telecast Prime
Minister Narendra Modi's address to newly registered voters across the
country. The event included the administration of an oath on voter
awareness, conducted by the college principal, further reinforcing the
importance of responsible voting.

. Voter Awareness Quiz and Selfie Point (19th February 2024):
A voter awareness programme, organized under the auspices of the ELC
and SWEEP, included the setup of a selfie point to encourage engagement
with the theme of voter awareness.

Evidence of Success: The program yielded positive results in various areas:

The
college managed to register new voters during the campaign period.

2. Active Engagement: The workshops and debates saw high participation
levels. Many students expressed enthusiasm for the topic of voting and
shared their intention to vote in upcoming elections. The discussions were
marked by a high level of engagement, where students posed questions,
expressed opinions, and debated on electoral issues.
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Problems Encountered:

1. Initial Apathy: Apathy towards politics and elections was a significant
barrier, with many students seeing voting as a distant or unimportant civic
duty.

2. Misinformation and Myths: Some students held misconceptions about the
voting process, such as the belief that voting requires significant
bureaucratic involvement or that it is a complicated process. It took time
and consistent efforts to address these misunderstandings.

3. Challenges in Reaching All Students: The college is large, and not all
students could be reached by the program.



4. Time and Scheduling Constraints: The academic schedule often
conflicted with the timing of the events, limiting participation, especially
for students with tight exam schedules or extracurricular commitments.

Conclusion: The voter awareness program was a highly effective initiative in
educating students about the electoral process and encouraging them to become
active voters. By using a blend of interactive methods, such as workshops and
peer-led activities, the program succeeded in reaching a wide audience and
fostering a culture of active citizenship. While challenges such as initial apathy
and misinformation persisted, the overall impact of the program was positive.
